APG23 would like to thank the Special Rapporteur on contemporary forms of slavery and welcome
her report.

Madame Bhoola, we thank you for having highlighted so clearly in your report' the condition of
invisibility of some domestic workers, especially migrant women and members of marginalized
community, that are all at high risk of falling into domestic servitude.

The positive contribution of migrants for inclusive growth and sustainable development is a reality and
States need to do more to protect all migrant workers irrespective of their migration status.

The issues at stake are the dignity of every person and the respect of all human rights. As Pope Francis
said - “it is through free, creative, participatory and mutually supportive labour that human beings
express and enhance the dignity of their lives.””

Therefore, all invisible workers need better protection and more efforts are needed to promote and
protect their dignity.

We would like to thank also Mr. Sewanyana for his report and we welcome your election as new
